ICRCC:  Permanent Membership

The permanent members will have the same rights and privileges as the general members of ICRCC except that they will be recorded as permanent members for the life of ICRCC.

The membership fees for the permanent category are as follows:

1) Family Membership:
$1000

Single Person: 
$750   

These fees can be paid in cash (check)  or in appreciated property such as (stocks or bonds).  

1. If you pay the membership fee in appreciated property, the total amount received by ICRCC after selling the property should be at least the amount given above.  If the amount received is higher than the amount required, the additional amount will be credited as a donation.

2. If you pay the membership in cash, you may choose to pay in two equal installments.  Over a period of two years.  After making the first installment, if you do not pay the second installment, the first payment will be converted into annual membership dues for future years, and no amount will be returned to the member/s.

 What Inquiring Minds Want to Know (WIMWK):

1. If we have already paid for 2011-12 membership,  can that amount be credited towards the Permanent Membership?  

Yes.  For a family membership, you need to pay ($1000 - $45 ) $955.

2. Do our children become permanent members?  

The rules are the same as that of general membership.  Children are members until they are considered dependent (as per the tax laws).

3. If we are paying the membership amount by check, where should we send the check?

If you are sending a check, you have an option of paying the entire amount in two installments over a period of two years.  You should send the check to:
